CONCERNING

ERADICATION OF ILLEGAL LOGGING IN FOREST AREA AND THE CIRCULATION THROUGHOUT THE TERRITORY OF THE REPUBLIC OF INDONESIA

THE PRESIDENT OF REPUBLIC OF INDONESIA,

In order to eradicate illegal logging in forest area and the circulation throughout the territory of the Republic of Indonesia, herewith gives instruction:

FIRST
:
1.
Accelerate eradication of the illegal logging in forest area and the circulation throughout the territory of Republic of Indonesia, by taking action against any person or company engaging in the activities of:

a. Logging trees or harvesting or collecting wood forest products originating in a forest area without right or license from the authorized official.

b. Receiving, buying or selling, receiving an exchange in, receiving entrusted, keeping, or having and using wood forest products known or suspected to have been taken or collected illegally from forest area.

c. Transporting, controlling, or keeping wood forest products without the certificate of legitimacy of wood forest products.

d. Bringing heavy equipment and or other equipment commonly or suspected to be used to transport forest products into forest area without permit from the authorized official.

e. Bringing equipment commonly used to log, cut or split trees in forest area without permit from the authorized official.

2. Take a firm action against and impose a sanction on the person of officer in the circle of his/her agency involved in an illegal logging activity in forest area and the circulation.

3. Cooperate and have a mutual coordination to carry out eradication of the illegal logging in forest area and the circulation throughout the territory of Republic of Indonesia.

4. Make good use of information from the community relating to the activity of illegal logging and the circulation.

5. As soon as possible, handle evidences obtained from the operations of eradicating illegal logging in forest area and the circulation throughout the territory of Republic of Indonesia and or other criminal things used in the crime and or its means of transportation for the salvage of its economic value.

SECOND
:
Particularly to:



1.
The Coordinating Minister for Political, Law and Security Affairs;

a. Coordinate all related agencies as noted in this Presidential Instruction in order to eradicate illegal logging in forest area and the circulation throughout the territory of Republic of Indonesia.

b. Take required steps towards carrying out an accelerated eradication of illegal logging in forest area and the circulation throughout the territory of Republic of Indonesia.

c. Give report to the President of Republic of Indonesia on eradication of the illegal logging and the circulation periodically every 3 (three) months, except in urgent cases.



2.
Minister of Forestry:

a. Enhance law enforcement, cooperating with the Police and the Attorney Office as well as related apparatus against the perpetrator, based on the prevailing legislation, through intelligence, preventive, repressive, and judicial operations.

b. Stipulate and give incentive to those who render a service in eradication of the illegal logging in forest area and the circulation.

c. Propose to the Office of the Attorney General the prevention and countering of the person presumed to be involved in the activities of illegal logging in forest area and the circulation.



3.
Head of State Police of the Republic of Indonesia:

a. Take a firm action and carry out police investigation of perpetrators of the illegal logging activities in forest area and the circulation.

b. Protect and assist the forestry apparatuses that carry out the eradication of illegal logging activity in forest area and the circulation throughout the Republic of Indonesia.

c. Place Police officers of the Republic of Indonesia in locations vulnerable to illegal logging and the circulation according to the need.



4.
Attorney General:

a. Bring a firm and weighty prosecution against crime perpetrators in the sector of forestry based on all legislation prevailing and related to crimes in the sector of forestry.

b. Accelerate the process of resolving crime cases related to illegal logging and the circulation at each stage of handling, namely the investigation, prosecution and execution.



5.
Commander in Chief of the Indonesian National Armed Forces:

a. Arrest all perpetrators caught red-handed when cutting and circulating the illegal wood and smuggling the wood from or into the territory of the Republic of Indonesia through land or waters based on sufficient initial evidence to be processed in accordance with the prevailing legislation.

b. Enhance safety measures for state boundaries vulnerable to the activity of illegal logging in forest area and the circulation.



6. Minister of Finance: 

a. Allocate the cost being used for the implementation of this Presidential Instruction through the National Budget in each government agency for operational and incentive activities for those render a service.

b. Instruct the Customs apparatus to enhance supervision and take action against the wood traffic in the customs area.



7. Minister of Home Affairs shall carry out evaluation of Regional Regulations related to the sector of forestry and accelerate the submission of recommendation for revocation of the Regional Regulations that are in contravention of legislation in the sector of forestry. 



8. Minister of Transportation: 

a. Enhance supervision of licensing in the sector of wood transportation.

b. Instruct the entire Administrators of Harbor and Head of the Harbor Office not to give permit of shipping to the ships transporting illegal wood.

c. Take a firm action against the transportation and shipping companies transporting illegal wood by revoking their business license of shipping in accordance with the prevailing provision.

d. Foster the organization of transportation in order to support eradication of the illegal logging and the circulation in the forest area. 



9. The governors: 

a.
Revoke and revise the Regional Regulations/Governor's Decrees that are in contravention of legislation in the sector of forestry.

b.
Set up and order the Provincial Task Force in the scheme of illegal logging eradication in forest area and the circulation through preventive and repressive operations. 

c.
Revoke issued business licenses related to wood forest product utilization that are in contravention with the prevailing legislation. 

d.
Revoke business licenses for wood processing industries using the illegal wood and deal with them according to their authority. 

e.
Enhance the control and supervision over eradication of the illegal logging and the circulation in forest area in their territories. 

f.
Allocate the cost for implementation of the operation through their respective Regional Budget. 

g.
Report eradication of the illegal logging in forest area and the circulation in their territories to the Coordinating Minister for Political, Law and Security Affairs. 



10.
Bupatis/Mayors: 

a. 
Revoke and revise the Regional Regulations/Bupati’s/Mayor’s Decrees that are in contravention of legislation in the sector of forestry.

b. 
Set up and order the Kabupaten/City Task Force in the scheme of illegal logging eradication in forest area and the circulation through preventive and repressive operations.

c. 
Revoke issued business licenses related to wood forest product utilization that are in contravention with the prevailing legislation.

d. 
Revoke business licenses for wood processing industries using the illegal wood and deal with them according to their authority.

e. 
Supervise more intensively the performance of the official issuing the document on the Certificate of Legitimacy of Forest Products (SKSHH) in their territories.

f. 
Allocate the cost for implementation of the operation through their respective Regional Budget.

g. 
Issue a Regional Regulation regulating the circulating ownership and use of chainsaw and the like.

h. 
Report eradication of the illegal logging in forest area and the circulation in their territories to the Coordinating Minister for Political, Law and Security Affairs through the Governor.

THIRD
:
The Minister of Law and Human Rights, Minister of Foreign Affairs, Minister of Defense, Minister of Industry, Minister of Trade, Minister of Manpower and Transmigration, State Minister for the Environment, and Head of State Intelligence Agency shall give support for eradication of the illegal logging in forest area and the circulation to the government agency as in the SECOND dictum.

FOURTH
:
With this Presidential Instruction taking effect, the Presidential Instruction Number 5 Year 2001 concerning Eradication of the Illegal Logging and Circulation of the Illegal Forest Products in the Area of Leuser Ecosystem and Tanjung Puting National Park shall become null and void.

FIFTH
:
Carry out this Presidential Instruction with a full sense of responsibility

This Presidential Instruction shall begin to take effect as from the date of issuance.
