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Fifteenth meeting of the Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Technical, and Technological Advice (SBSTTA)

Montreal, Canada, 7-11 November 2011

Overview of WWF Positions
1. Strategic Plan for Biodiversity 2011-2020
COP 10 saw countries coming together to agree an ambitious agenda to halt biodiversity loss by 2020 under the Strategic Plan 2011-2020.  SBSTTA 15 is a key opportunity for CBD Parties to develop milestones and an effective indicator framework to support and ensure effective delivery on their commitments.
WWF calls on SBSTTA to recommend that COP:

· Ensue strong technical indicators for each target in the Strategic Plan, so that Parties can measure and report upon their progress towards implementation at each COP. 
· Ensure that adequate capacity and technical support is made available to Parties for the incorporation of the indicator framework and milestones into NBSAPs.
· Put in place a practical mechanism to support Parties in applying the indicator framework and milestones through a series of regional assessments and meetings.  These would allow Parties to report progress, share lessons and identify priorities for technical support, partnerships and funding.
· Engage multi-lateral and regional organizations and agreements in the implementation of the indicator framework and its incorporation into NBSAPs.
WWF calls on SBSTTA to recommend that WGRI to: 

· Develop a set of global 2-year milestones based on the indicator framework as a guide for Parties to develop national 2-year milestones.
· Develop a framework whereby Parties can update on progress towards their milestones at each COP.
Water and the Strategic Plan
As recognized in Decision X/28, water cuts across all CBD programmes of work and thus the various Aichi Biodiversity Targets. WWF urges SBSTTA to: 

· capture the relevant aspects of the water cycle across all relevant targets, as per Document UNEP/CBD/SBSTTA/15/8, taking into account the proposed indicators for water and water-related ecosystem services in Document UNEP/CBD/SBSTTA/15/INF/10).

2. Arctic Biodiversity
WWF calls on SBSTTA to recommend that COP:

· Recognize the rapid change of Arctic biodiversity due to climate change and thus use experience and examples from the Arctic to inform discussions and decisions on biodiversity and climate change. 
· Ensure full integration of Arctic biodiversity into Arctic states’ NBSAPs.
· Promote collaboration between relevant organizations for Arctic biodiversity conservation and sustainable use.
3. Sustainable Use of Biodiversity
WWF, jointly with TRAFFIC, also calls on SBSTTA to recommend that COP:
· Ensure the development of methods and systems to identify and monitor sustainable levels of harvest of wild fauna at national, regional and global level, and build capacity for their application.
· Engage with development and agricultural institutions and the scientific community in creating alternatives to bushmeat not detrimental to biodiversity.
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
